As part of the North Carolina Transmission Planning Collaborative process:
1. The LSEs will identify resources for each year of the study period from their respective least cost resource planning processes (“Designated Least Cost Resources”) for inclusion in the base case transmission plan.

2. Designated Least Cost Resources will be included in the base case transmission plan if the OSC determines that the resultant transmission studies and facilities necessary to support them are not unreasonable, i.e., the facilities would not require an unrealistic and disproportionate investment in transmission assets or the resources of the NCTPC process.
3. If inclusion of a Designated Least Cost Resource in the base case transmission plan requires significant (as determined by the OSC) facility upgrades and costs, the LSE must: (a) provide a formal commitment by identifying the resource or submitting an OASIS request; or (b) withdraw its request.
4. Once a Designated Least Cost Resource is part of the final base case transmission plan, its associated study costs and investment will be included in the total cost of the transmission plan and shared by all stakeholders (i.e., ‘rolled-in’).
