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1.  Administrative
· The OSC Chair called the meeting to order at 1:05 PM
· Mr. Norris requested revisions or additions to the published agenda. None were made and the agenda was approved.

· Mr. Norris presented the nominations for new membership:

· ElectriCities nominated Rick Anderson of Fayetteville PWC to replace Andy Fusco on the PWG.

· Progress Energy nominated Sam Waters to replace Nina McLaurin as an alternate to the OSC.

· Mr. Hubert moved that both nominations be accepted and a second to the motion was made by Mr. Ernst.  Both nominations were approved by a unanimous voice vote.

· Mr. Norris requested revisions or additions to the highlights or minutes of the December 21, 2006 OSC meeting.  Mr. Byrd made a motion to approve the minutes and highlights as written, and Mr. Ernst seconded the motion.  In a unanimous voice vote, the December 21, 2006 minutes and highlights were approved as written.
· Mr. Norris reminded the group that it was decided at the December 21, 2006 meeting that a team-building/celebration event would be planned for the spring.  Mr. Byrd agreed to coordinate that outing, which is tentatively scheduled to coincide with the April OSC meeting.
2.  PWG Update
· Collaborative Transmission Report
· The draft report is posted on the TAG website.  There were no additional comments or revisions requested from OSC members.  The OSC will meet immediately following the TAG meeting on January 25, 2007 to discuss any possible revisions based on feedback from the TAG participants.  The final report will be posted on the NCTPC website.  

· The NCUC website has outdated NCTPC information.  At the January 30 meeting, we need to discuss with the Commission staff posting of the final report.
· There was discussion concerning the transmission maps in the presentation which will be posted on the TAG website.  It was agreed that the maps were confidential information and needed to be removed from the presentation prior to posting on the website.

· 2007 NCTPC Study Scope Document 

· Mr. Guy reviewed the 2007 NCTPC Study Scope Document.  2016 will be the long-term study year and 2012 will be the near-term study year.  
· PWG Update to OSC Report

· Review of the January 23, 2007 PWG Update to OSC report.  This monthly report was developed to improve communications between the PWG and OSC.
· Mr. Beam reiterated the need for the PWG to continue their work on the initiative to migrate toward common planning assumptions.  Mr. Guy communicated that it was the intent of the PWG to look more closely at the technical details of TRM and better understand the “how and why” of the current methodologies.
· There was discussion concerning resources such as Yadkin and wind.  Yadkin can impact and be impacted by certain transmission situations therefore there was discussion on the possibility of including Yadkin in the planning process.  It was decided that the IOUs would work with Yadkin outside of this process.  There was also discussion as to how wind generation would be handled.  It was agreed that we would discuss at such time as a wind resource was submitted as a study resource by an LSE or TAG participant.
· 2007 PWG Work Plan Outline
· The OSC members reviewed the draft work plan outline which was revised to include OSC and TAG activities. 
· There was discussion around the budget planning cycles of the IOUs and if the timing of the initiatives in the Work Plan hampered any budgeting processes.  Both PEC and Duke stated that the current due dates in the Work Plan did not present a budget issue.
3. TAG Meeting Update

· The OSC members reviewed the January 25, 2007 TAG meeting agenda and presentations.  There were no revisions made.  The transmission maps will remain in the presentation but will be removed prior to posting.
4. 
NCUC Meeting Update

· An update meeting with the NCUC Commissioners is scheduled for 10:00 AM on Tuesday, January 30, 2007.  Mr. Beam will make the presentation.  Representatives from each LSE entity will participate.  Carney to make 15 copies of the final report for the meeting.
5.  Planning Process Procedures 
· Duke and Progress drafted a revision that attempts to capture the discussion from the December 21, 2006 meeting.  ElectriCities distributed a red-line version of the Duke/Progress revision.  After much discussion, it was decided that the two revisions were not far apart and Gestalt was tasked with revising the drafts to reflect the group discussion.  The Gestalt draft will be available for discussion at the January 25, 2007 meeting immediately following the TAG meeting.
6.   Participation Agreement and Scope Documents

· The Participation Agreement will expire in May 2007.  Mr. Ernst distributed copies of a draft Participation Agreement Extension document prepared by Mr. Trepel.  Each entity was asked to review the document and send comments along with the name and title of the person who will sign the agreement to Mr. Ernst within 2 weeks.
· Mr. Byrd raised the issue that the PWG Scope Document does not allow for PWG visitors but that on occasion, it is beneficial for the PWG to bring in subject experts who would technically be a PWG visitor.  Mr. Beam made a motion that the PWG Chair has the authority to make an exception to the no visitor policy for PWG meetings.  Ms. Hager seconded the motion.  By a unanimous voice vote, the motion was approved.  
7.   Gestalt Contract Expiration

· The Independent Third Party contract with Gestalt will expire on May 20, 2007.  There was brief discussion about the contract and it was agreed that it will be revisited at the March 1, 2007 meeting.
· A summary of the monthly billing and hours will be prepared by ElectriCities for the March 1, 2007 meeting.
