2007 NCTPC Supplemental Study - Progress West Import
Purpose of Study

Beginning in the 2010 timeframe, significant changes are postulated for the resources forecast to meet Progress West area load.   The study will assess resource supply option (RSO) scenarios for the Progress West area and determine the necessary upgrades to accommodate the RSOs. A supplemental report to the 2007 NCTPC Report will be developed that may include recommended changes to the NCTPC Collaborative Plan.
Study Case Development (December 2007)

The previously developed 2012 and 2016 summer base cases will be adjusted to create the new 2012 and 2016 summer study cases.  The 2011-12 and 2015-16 winter cases must be fully developed from Duke’s internal winter cases.
