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Administrative

· The April 15, 2008 OSC Meeting Minutes and Highlights were unanimously approved.
· PWG Membership Change – The OSC approved the replacement of Bryan Guy with Joey West as Progress Energy Carolinas PWG representative.  
· Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Fusco provided a review of the current financial status and recommended more funding in early August.  Mr. Byrd recommended considering a transition to an annual billing cycle.
OSC Items

· Confidentiality/CEII Requirements for TAG Members to receive study information (SERC/ERAG reliability assessments) – The issue is that these study results are not publicly available without going through the regional confidentiality process(es).  Mr. Wodyka proposed giving non-voting TAG members an opportunity to sign a confidentiality agreement so that they can  receive this study information.  Study presentations will be scheduled at the end of TAG meetings and anyone who has not signed the confidentiality agreement will be asked to leave.  Mr. Ernst is checking with Duke legal consul to see if public/commission staff are already covered because they may be prohibited from signing the confidentiality agreement.  Mr. Byrd will check with Progress legal counsel about a possible commission/public staff exemption, and the OSC will continue to pursue developing a process to share the study results.
· PJM/Yadkin update – Mr. Ernst has received no response from Yakin to his offer to set up a meeting with Duke and Progress to explore sharing planning information with Yadkin via a joint agreement as a supplement to their participation in the TAG.  Duke drafted an agreement for Duke, Progress and PJM to share planning information.  PJM suggested sharing this information under existing bilateral Join Operating Agreements (Duke doesn’t currently have an executed JOA with PJM).  Duke and Progress need to decide how to proceed.  The Progress/PJM JOA wouldn’t allow the extent of data sharing with other NCTPC members that was proposed in the draft agreement that Mr. Ernst sent.  Mr. Ernst will share the response with Mr. Wodyka so he can investigate options with PJM.
