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Administrative

· The December 15, 2008 and January 16, 2009 OSC Meeting Minutes and Highlights were approved with no changes.
· Cecil Rhodes was confirmed to replace Frank Gaffney on the PWG and Greg Locke and Andy Fusco were confirmed as the ElectriCities OSC representatives.

· The Chairmanship of the NCTPC OSC is scheduled to change in June. David Beam will serve as chair and Progress Energy will supply the vice-chair.  Mr. Fusco suggested changing the Treasurer at the same time.  No formal rotation has been specified for the Treasurer, so a volunteer is being solicited.  

· The ITP contract will also be up for renewal soon.  Mr. Wodyka will provide the existing agreement and a proposal for the March meeting.

· A tentative plan has been set to schedule OSC and PWG meetings for July 21 in Charlotte and a recognition event at the National Whitewater Center for July 22.
OSC Items
· Phil Creech presented an update on discussions between Progress Energy and PJM on Congestion Management.  Progress and PJM have signed a supplemental agreement to the TLR process (evaluating transactions that impact overloaded flowgates down to 3% if necessary).  Mr. Creech briefly described the CMP process that PJM, MISO, TVA, SPP, etc. are currently using.  This is very operationally based, making it difficult to plan ahead for new facilities, changes in Designated Network Resources, etc.  Progress is trying to push this to the planning horizon.  There is general agreement that it should be more forward looking.  Progress has drafted a proposal based on impacts of interchange between load zones modeled in a powerflow.  The draft also includes an operational management proposal.  This was presented to the NCTPC for awareness.  The documents provided should be considered company confidential.
· Duke and Progress provided IRP updates.
PWG Items
· Input to SCRTP (meeting scheduled 3/19) – Mr. Ernst will approach Mr. Young about signing an agreement between the NCTPC and SCRTP similar to the NCTPC and PJM data sharing agreement.  The PWG was advised to resubmit the previous study request after Mr. Beadle has call attempted to clarify with the SCRTP how the PWG should define the request.
· The PJM-NCTPC Confidentiality and Data Exchange Agreement has been signed.  Mr. Wodyka will present it to the TAG.  Bob Pierce, Bob Beadle, and Mark Bird will be representatives.  Mr. Wodyka will pursue arranging a meeting among the NCTPC and PJM representatives within the month.
· The PWG proposed an enhancement to the 2009 Study Scope – addition of a high load western summer case (2014) to stress the Duke/CPLW interface.  This was approved by the OSC.
· Mr. Wodyka has asked the TAG for input to the 2009 study scope and for enhanced access requests, and announced that the next TAG meeting has tentatively been scheduled for April 23.

· Mr. Bird led a brief discussion about Progress’s list of project timing changes.  They are mostly based on a one year delay in the load forecast.  At this point no near term generation projects have been delayed.  This will be discussed at the next PWG meeting.
