PWG Item

e Bob Beadle discussed the PWG request to make an adjustment to the NCTPC
2009 study scope. The PWG believes that the resource supply option labeled
as “SOUTH - SCPSA VVC Summer” for 1200 MW (600 MW into CPLE and
600 MW into Duke) would not result in a particularly meaningful scenario
case for this year’s analysis. PWG is requesting to eliminate this one scenario
from the sensitivity list. After discussion, the OSC approved the PWG request
to eliminate the resource supply option “SOUTH — SCPSA VC Summer” for

1200 MW in the 2009 study.
