2. 2010 STUDY SCOPE

· No feedback has been received from the TAG on the 2010 study scope and the OSC has approved it.

· PEC and Duke are now at the point in their internal model development that interchange can be coordinated for the NCTPC study.  In all cases, wind resources will be allocated between Duke and Progress at a 60/40 % ratio respectively.  This is based on load ratio share at peak.  There have been no recent changes in LSE resources.
· Mark Byrd presented PEC’s strawman for connecting the offshore wind resources to the transmission system.  Offshore collector stations are proposed near Bayboro, Morehead City and Southport.  Off peak, Bayboro would receive 1125 MW, Morehead City 1500 MW, and Southport 375 MW for a net of 3000 MW.  New 230 kV and 500 kV lines and stations are proposed to tie these stations to the existing CPLE system.  Mark explained that the strawman did not allow for import of all 3000 MW under N-1 transmission system conditions.  The group agreed that for the purpose of this study the new transmission added to the model for integration of the wind energy should meet N-1 criteria.  The need to evaluate local area generation dispatch impact on the lines was discussed.  PEC will evaluate the strawman to develop changes so that N-1 criteria are met.  All PWG members are asked to comment on the PEC proposal.
